Skills lessons: 

These lessons will be based on developing one or more of the four skills – reading, writing, listening and speaking.  They may be coursebook-based and will also include grammar and vocabulary components.

Topic lessons: 

These will use a particular theme or subject as their base for language learning.  They may incorporate information about the places students will visit on their excursions, or focus on aspects of British culture.  They may also be used to prepare students to better understand the subject lectures during the course.

Edinburgh Airport Meet and Greet:

Students will be collected from and returned to Edinburgh Airport on arrival and on completion of the Summer School programme.  A small welcome pack consisting of a sandwich, fruit and a drink will be given on arrival at Edinburgh Airport/halls of residence.

Accommodation (Halls of Residence):

All students will reside in the University’s Meadowside Halls of Residence situated on campus in the centre of the city (150 yards from the main University campus, only a 2 minute walk door to door).  All rooms have en-suite (each bedroom has its own bathroom) with accommodation organised in groups of six or nine single-study bedrooms.  Each flat has a communal kitchen/sitting room which is bright and spacious.

Three of the rooms are ‘barrier free’ and set up for students with disabilities.  The flat has a separate ramped entrance for wheelchair users.

Catering/Hospitality:

Students will be given breakfast and evening meal in the Student Centre when scheduled.  (Directly opposite the main University building – 150 yards from Meadowside Halls).  Students will be given a pre-packed lunch each day.

Breakfast:  Continental - tea or coffee, fruit juice, pastries, cereals, toasted bread and yoghurts.

Pre-packed Lunch:  Sandwich or wrap, fruit/natural fruit bar, crisps and drink.

Evening meal:  various rice and noodle dishes along with some traditional Scottish foods.
